PAGE ONE:  Title page.  It should have your name, the title, the issue.  Illustrations of some kind are encouraged here.


PAGE TWO:
Summary page.  One-page typed summary of the story, explaining major issues and key points.


PAGE THREE: An explanation of the social, economic, political, and cultural aspects you viewed in the movie.  You should explain each part and how they are interconnected.  You should have information in each category which is significant to the geographic analysis of the movie.  

PAGE FOUR: This page looks at the vocabulary we have covered so far and gives you a chance to see them in action.  Give examples from the movie for the following terms:

Diffusion



Centripetal/Centrifugal forces



Demographics


PAGE FIVE: Character Analysis Page.  Examine the main characters from the perspective of individuals who represent their specific country.  How do they react to influences (both positive and negative) based on their location?  Be sure to discuss relationships between characters as well.


PAGE SIX: Answer the following question:  What is the historical/geographic significance of this movie/story?  Include a small locator map which shows the setting(s) of the story.
